UNIVERSITY MERGER
The Johns Hopkins Uni-

versity School of Medicine
has established a formal edu-
cational agreement with the
University of Patras, the third
largest university in Greece,
to collaborate on research
and on student and faculty
exchanges.

The two schools official-
ly began their new collabora-
tion on April 11, 2008, when
representatives from the 43-
year-old Greek public institu-
tion visit Johns Hopkins to
sign the agreement, champi-
oned by leading Greek-
American businessman and
philanthropist John G. Ran-
gos, Sr., a member of the

Johns Hopkins Medicine
Board of Visitors and a long-
time benefactor of the Johns
Hopkins School of Medicine.

“This is a tremendous
opportunity for Hopkins to
share new ideas with an out-
standing institution abroad,”
says Myron L. Weisfeldt,
M.D., director of the Depart-
ment of Medicine at Johns
Hopkins, who facilitated and
developed the areas of collab-
oration. “We’re expecting a
fruitful relationship for Hop-
kins as well as the University
of Patras.” 

The agreement specifies

six objectives comprised of
an exchange of faculty, stu-
dents and staff; brief visits of
teaching, scientific and
research staff related to spe-
cific studies and lectures;
development of undergradu-
ate and postgraduate student
training; administrative staff
exchanges geared to evalua-
tion and improvement of cur-
riculum; initiation of joint
research programs in areas of
mutual interest; and coopera-
tion in cultural and athletic
events.
